For him, music is
a gift everyone has the right to
enjoy, and that is why is he has
worked hard to make it avail-
able to Latino youths so they
can benefit from the oppor-
tunities the Orchestra offers

through its Talent Development

Program.

Founded in 1993 and
sponsored by the Goizuela
Education Foundation and

the ASO, the program offers
scholarships for kids with an
interest in classical music and
who meet cerain conditions:
play an instrument, be in the
10* grade or below, and be
salacted in the audition.

"Many people don’l know
about the program,” says
Ramirez. “The children of
immigrants experience culfure
shock and music can be help-
ful. It can open doors faster
than any other profession. And
also it's essantial that they can
enjoy music and assimilate the
new culture.”

Of Cuban descent, Logan
Anderson, 16-year-old violin-
ist sponsored by the program,
s one of the first Hispanics to
benefit from this initiative, since
until last year, only African
Americans wera invited to par-
ticipate.

According to  Anderson,
music has aided him In various
aspects of his life, especially
when It comes to discipline.
“It has helped me academi-
cally, teaching me good study
habits and the importance of
meeting a deadline,” he says.
*And it has taught me personal
discipline, because there's no
one around to tell you to play or
that you're out of tune. All that
applies to life in general.”
